F 40-60. North Country accent. The put-upon former dresser for Judith and now housekeeper for the Bliss family. Suffering from an extreme head cold. (Great scene stealing potential!)
Judith Bliss
F 40-60 Upper class British accent. A retired grand dame of the theatre who treats her adult children as friends, her husband as an afterthought, and her weekend guests as playthings. Given to dramatics at the drop of a hat, she quite enjoys any attention she can get.

Myra Arundel
F 18-29 Upper class British accent. Simon’s guest, a flirtatious and sexy socialite who may have accepted the invitation just to get a little closer to David.

Jackie Coryton
F 18-30 Upper class British accent. David’s guest, a naive flapper up for the weekend to “inspire” his latest book.

David Bliss
M 40-60 Upper class British accent. A preoccupied novelist who insists his attractive weekend guest is just “research.”

Richard Greatham
M 35-50 Upper class British accent. Sorel’s guest, a diplomatist who is intrigued by her unique lifestyle, and her mother.

Simon Bliss
M 30-50 Upper class British accent. The adult son of Judith and David, an artist, and a fine example that the apple doesn’t fall far from the tree. 
Sandy Tyrell
M 20-40 Upper class British accent. Judith’s guest, a masculine, handsome and well-built boxer who has a boyish crush on the famed actress.
